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A Message From The President

At our July meeting, | told the Trustees about the work of the Local History Collaborative, the name we use for the
gathering of 18 preservation groups in Columbia County who have been meeting to share interests and to promote
each other. The Collaborative is the result of an afternoon meeting in May at the Roe Jan Community Library
hosted by the Austerlitz Historical Society where we realized we are mostly working
independently and would benefit from regular communication among the organizations.
Following that initial meeting, representatives have convened at the Vanderpoel House
in Kinderhook to select a name and discuss our purpose, at the Robert Jenkins House in
Hudson to talk with a professional about insurance issues, and at the Roe Jan Historical
Society in Copake Lake to work on a driving map of historic sites in Columbia County.

. Under the leadership of Arliza Lewis, Executive Director of the Columbia County
# Historical Society, and Annie Cooper of the CC Office of Tourism, we hope to create,
by next April, a map of some 28D historic sites in the county, with driving directions
! and a short descriptive paragraph for each. These are to be sites visible from a public
road and might include buildings open to the public, private homes which are not, or
even groups of interesting buildings dating to a particular era. Each of our Collabora-
tive member organizations has two responsibilifiest, to nominate & sites from its

4 V2 area for consideration and, second, to help with raising the $10,000 we will need to pub-
lish the map with many, many copies. We are developing guidelines for inclusion and a small committee will make
the selections based on the attractiveness of the site to tourists and to people interested in the history of the area. V
expect to have a lot more nominees than we can accommodate because we are an area so rich in history. (Perhaps
weodbll have to do another map in the futurel)

Each of the Collaborative member groups is asked to do what it can to provide the funds by November 15, 2011.
Lebanon Valley HS has already received some commitments from businesses in that area, although there will be no
advertising on the map. We will probably be asking each of our AHS members to consider making a donation
through a designated site on the secure CCHS website or to send in a check. We hope we can count on you to helg
